Minutes of Last Meeting (16th January 2009)
Nothing to report

Matters Arising
J. B. advised the meeting that he had spoken to the secretary with regards to the non-attendance of A. N. R. C. representatives from Titchmarsh.  In the letter J. B. has requested a telephone number to discuss the situation, and also to request the possibility of J. B. attending Titchmarsh A. G. M. to raise this issue.  The meeting was informed that there was no reply to this letter, and that the A. G. M. was gathering at Titchmarsh on Friday 13th March 2009, the same day as the A. N. R. C. Meeting.
J. B. asked J. S. if the amended cruising details had been completed.  J. S. apologised that the details were not available as of yet due to a busy week, but will forward them on as soon as possible.

J. B. praises J. S. for the outstanding work on getting out all the A. N. R. C.  A.G.M. packs for each club.
J. W. informed the meeting that although the work on Salter’s Load should have now been completed, the work is still in progress.

J. B. commented on how well the Brain of the Nene went with M. N. C. C. the winners, P. Y. C. achieving second place, O. C. C. achieving third place, E. B. C., P. C. C., and M. W. C. C. coming in joint fourth place, with N. B. C. achieving seventh place.
Captain’s Report

J. B. asked all members attending to ensure that all member lists are sent to J. B. in time for J. B. to update.
J. B. brought up the possibility of buying VHF radios, second hand for around £100, for the A. N. R. C. rallies, possibly 3 to 4 units.  J. S. questioned why the A. N. R. C. would need VHF radios for the rallies.  J. B. answered that the radios would be needed for better and quicker communication between site officials, to make things run smoother.

Vice Captain’s Report
J. S. said that there was not much to report other than to complete the updating of the website.  
J. B. stated that he had completed a form for the website.  A discussion arose about the A. N. R. C. creating its’ own website, without going through a third party.  C. C. said that creating a website was the easy part, but the maintenance of it was the most difficult job.  J. B. suggested that with regards to the club website, we no longer go through a third party and the A. N. R. C. should create and maintain the website themselves.

J. S. advised that she had been searching the website about Bank Moorings owned by the E. A., but has been unable to find the maps, which means that Land Ownership would be an issue, and that there would possibly be a charge of between £35 and £75 per mooring. 
 C. C. suggested the possibility of a contact number through Roy at the Land Registry, to try to locate for the Maps for the Bank Moorings, which J. B. had said that he had been searching for.  J. S. said below Ringstead Lock can be confirmed as being owned by the E. A.  
J. B. suggested that as J. F. and A. C. are Goba members, could they find out how Goba has managed to create overnight moorings, as at the moment stickers are attached to any boat that overstays on the overnight moorings.

J. S. received a letter from Carol McIntyre, who runs or manages Nene Valley Boats, asking if they could be A. N. R. C. members, which was sent onto J. B. as an email.  They have a new mooring site at Bramwell, which provides Diesel, Waste Pump-out, Moorings, etc.  J. S. replied to the letter, and forwarded the reply onto J. B.  Hills and Hollows were asked if they knew of this new mooring site, of which they had no knowledge, and O. C. C. had no knowledge either.  It was a suggestion by J. B. to invite Carol McIntyre to the next A. N. R. C. meeting to encourage them to join.  J. S. is to send a letter of invite to Carol, and forward a copy onto J. B.
Secretary’s Report
R. S. informed the meeting that Salter’s Load, according to the original time schedule, should have been open in February 2009.  A. C. advised that it is still not open, and that it has been assembled and scaffolding has been erected.  R. S. still hadn’t heard anything about Salter’s Load.  Ian Smith, from the EA, could not attend the RGN meeting.  At the time of this meeting, there is still ongoing work being carried out at Welches Dam.
Nigel Long, IWA Representative for Peterborough Region, says that they are attempting to keep Welches Dam open between 17th and 20th May.  At the moment there are several projects in the pipeline, with dredging costing in the region of £50,000. 
With regards to the Marina at Becketts Park in Northampton, R. S. stated that he had seen the plans, to which D. S. stated that these plans have now been passed.

R. S. informs the meeting that there is going to be more money spent around the River Cam in 2009, Northampton had seen the most spent on it during 2008.

R. S. also advised that the E. A. Had vacancies available on the Advisory Committee, only 2 registered on the Advisory Committee in Environment Protection and REFRAC.  J. B. suggested that the A. N. R. C. could do with someone on REFRAC, and that there is currently no-one from the Nene on these Committees, there are currently 2 members from the Ouse.

R. S. stated that so far there has been 5,500 crafts using the Anglian Region, about 100 down on last year. 
Treasurer’s Report

J. C. said that Subs are still currently being collected, and that he had not been to any meetings recently, though J. C. was due to attend the WOTN Meeting on Saturday 14th March 2009.

J. C. also indicated that the ARWF Direct Report was now out, and that it refers to the un-navigatible stretches of the Ise.  They are also attempting to improve the water course, with the Broads hard banking being taken out to be moved backwards.  This will mean the moorings will now be soft and very difficult to moor on.  They are also testing the water for impurities, such as metals etc, with regards to dredging.  
A. N. R. C Rally (P. C. C.) 2009
C. C. raised the issue of security of the pad locks, as P. C. C. will be getting the padlocks first.  J. C. suggested putting a chain through the padlock and to weld a washer on the top, as this had been successfully done before.
C. C. informed the meeting that the Rally plans are progressing, and the posters have now been sent out to all clubs.  Any club charity stall ideas need to reported to P. C. C. at the earliest convenience. 
ANRC Dinner and Dance
C. C. advised that the venue has now been confirmed, at the Masonic Hall in Peterborough, and the date is Saturday 26th September 2009.  The ticket price will be approximately £22.00 per head, the cost of the band will be sorted out at the next     A. N. R. C. meeting, the ticket price will then be finalised.  J. S. enquired how many people the venue can cater for, to which C. C. replied that the venue can cater for up to 200 people..  C. C. stated that to secure the venue the Masonic Hall requires a deposit of 50%.  Caravans and Campervans are welcome. 
Navigation Updates
J. S. advised that the Navigation Updates have now been completed.

AGM 2009

J. S. asked the members in the meeting could any items be passed to her by 3rd April 2009, ready in time for the AGM.  

J. B. raised the point of the O. C. C. Rally, whether Oundle could cater for the Rally.  J. B. was advised that O. C. C. did not have the manpower, and had asked if the field that they normally hire was available, which is not, which also means lack of space.  M. S. asked if Titchmarsh would consider either hosting it or providing the space for O. C. C. to host it.  O. C. C. was due a committee meeting during week commencing 16th March 2009.  J. B. also suggested that O. C. C. should stay within the Oundle area.
A.O.B
J. W. said that the IWA came to the M L, as the M L is a member of the IWA, to ask if there was anything that they needed.  It was advised that M L needed moorings, 60ft moorings, in certain places, to which the IWA had had a meeting to discuss the issue, and have advised that there was no problem with this. The IWA have suggested paying half towards the cost of the moorings, with the prospect of Bernard Keen, the Northamptonshire Councillor, discussing a possible donation/contribution from Northampton Council, which M L are still waiting for an answer.  J. W. enquired whether the A. N. R. C. would consider a donation towards the cost of the moorings.  The moorings site is possibly going to be around Benwick, Stoney, etc., areas.
