Apologies for Absence

Minutes of Last Meeting (Friday 11th September 2009)

J.B. asked the floor if there were any inaccuracies with the minutes from the last meeting on Friday 2nd October 2009.  A.L. advised that G.S.B. was listed as a guest and should have been listed as M.N.C.C. Rep for the ANRC, that the only guest was J.L.  

J.B. read out the latest correspondence from N.B.C., their reply regarding 11th September minutes.  N.B.C. were unhappy with the statement that J.B. had accused J.SH. and K.B. of lying to the ANRC Committee, and that N.B.C. asked if this could be removed from the minutes.  A.L. stated that rearranging the minutes is not what minutes are for, and should be an accurate record of the meeting, The committee were in full agreement, but because of this sensitive issue, the committee agreed to replace the statement, ‘J.B. accused J.SH. and K.B. of lying to the committee’, with ‘J.B. accused J.SH and K.B. of being economical with the truth, to the ANRC Committee’.

L.B. said that N.B.C. are making this a personal issue, and that going back to their statement read out in the last meeting, the lack confidence in the ANRC Officers, N.B.C. expect J.B. to step down as Captain.  This shows that if the ANRC were to agree to this, and allow a club to dictate who is Captain of the ANRC while still in Office, then this would then mean the ANRC might as well disband.  Members of the ANRC, whether an individual member or a club member, the ANRC have rules like individual clubs, and these individual clubs would expect their members to abide by their club rules.

R.A.S. mentioned that there was an error in regards to his statement regarding Rushden and Diamonds.  To correct this it is the pump-out only that is in use still, but not the toilet and shower facilities.

J.C. also mentioned that the figures quoted in the Treasurers Report in the last minutes were slightly incorrect, with the P.C.C. Rally donation was £150, not £100, the Peterborough Boat Festival raised £150, and that the Dinner and Dance at Peterborough Masonic Hall was paid, at £825.

M.S. advised the ANRC Committee and Reps that there was a slight error in the last minutes, regarding the power cut.  This did not happen at Elton Lock but Orton Lock.

A.L. also stated on behalf of G.S.B., there was an error with the statement that G.S.B. had made in the last minutes.  This was that the trouble that they had encountered this year was not at Yarwell but at Wansford. 

The meeting agreed to alter the statement from J.B. to J.SH. and K.B., changing it to read ‘Economical with the truth’, that guests to meetings, as J.L. was in the last meeting, do not take part in discussions, which J.L. did not.  It was also agreed that the minutes were passed unanimously as a true record, that it was agreed by J.SH. and K.B. that they would pose the question to the meeting , on their return, if N.B.C. would apologise in return and move forward.  The minutes had been voted in, with omissions.

The Committee and the representatives decision was unanimous in altering the last minutes.

Matters Arising

J.B. advised the meeting that regarding the correspondence the ANRC had received from N.B.C. dated 18th September 2009, that this was very confusing as N.B.C. seemed to want to attend this meeting, and that an email had been sent to N.B.C. strongly advising their attendance.  But then conflicts with the correspondence the ANRC received from N.B.C. dated 25th September 2009, which part of the letter was read out.  N.B.C. questioned J.L. being noted as a guest, and was accused of speaking in the meeting.  This is untrue, J.L. made no contribution to the meeting on 11th September 2009.  At the end of the letter it was stated by N.B.C. that they would not attend this meeting, and they would no longer enter into any further correspondence with the ANRC. 

J.B. had asked in the last meeting to put all correspondence between N.B.C. and the ANRC on the board, not just the first and the last letter, which they have done including the minutes from the last ANRC meeting, on a large board stood in a prominent position.  J.B. has asked J.SH. on several occasions, to remove the minutes as these have not been cleared by the ANRC Committee, to which the minutes still have not been removed.  J.B. was asked by the floor what the N.B.C. members’ opinions were, now that all the correspondence was on display.  J.B. replied that some members had seen all the letters displayed, and may have changed their opinion, but still wanted the N.B.C. and the ANRC to resolve their issues amicably.

M.S. asked if the previous minutes could be altered and then just sent out.  J.B. replied that this would not be advisable.  C.C. suggested that, like the apology letter, the minutes should be sent out within 5 days.  

L.S. asked if N.B.C. Officers had been asked what they think will wrap this up?

J.B. replied that they did not want to enter into anymore correspondence, that N.B.C. have been trying to divert the issue anyway, and that they have made this personal not the ANRC.

J.S. said that this is an issue that needs resolving, and that something should be said to N.B.C. as this appears to be becoming a personal issue.

R.A.S. said that it is a belief that N.B.C. have their own agenda, with attempting to get the ANRC Committee to force J.B. to resign from his position as Captain.  J.S. replied that we should put it to them, as they have no confidence the ANRC Officers.

J.C. read out another statement, mentioning an apology again, but C.C. and the whole meeting asked why we should apologise again as the ANRC has already sent an apology.

D.C. suggested just sending the altered minutes.

C.C. suggested to the meeting that as a Committee that this matter is now closed until the next ANRC A.G.M.
