A.N.R.C. 2011
At the M.N.C.C. Committee meeting J.B. asked permission to use the premises at Titchmarsh.  The Committee have agreed providing that the A.N.R.C. agree to the following:
I. The A.N.R.C. insure the Marquee,

II. The A.N.R.C. pay the costs for any gas and generator fuel used,

III. The A.N.R.C. supply the stock, bar, pumps, equipment, etc, and
IV. The A.N.R.C. tidy up afterwards

These stipulations had been mentioned at the Committee meeting, and have not been received in writing.  J.B. stated that these stipulations had to be agreed upon before the A.N.R.C. can move forward.  J.W. asked if J.B. was aware of the cost involved with stocking the bar?  J.B. replied that he was, and was also thinking of asking M.N.C.C. if the A.N.R.C. could borrow their bar licence.  P.G. replied that M.N.C.C. only have a temporary licence for East Northamptonshire, this is 6 licences for 6 events per year.  C.C. then asked how this will affect this function?  J.B. replied that this would be easier if the A.N.R.C. could use M.N.C.C.’S licence, and will insure the Marquee.  J.W. stated that when M.L.W.C. held the Rally 2010, they had to insure the Marquee that was hired, to the cost of £106.00.  J.B. then said that we would need to attend another M.N.C.C. Committee meeting to confirm what could happen.
